Learning requires dedication, motivation, responsibility, and discipline among other things. In order
to encourage students to do their best in the area of discipline, the Cupeyville School administration
has established a 100 point conduct grade per semester per class for each student from 7" to 12"
grade. Students who follow the established rules and regulations as stated in the Student Handbook
and who also follow classroom rules as well, will receive 100 points for outstanding conduct at the
